• Recently freed from Egypt with miracles, signs and 
wonders. - Ex. 12 

• After hearing God speak to Moses from the cloud of 
darkness with the sound of a trumpet on a burning 
mountain with fire and lightening. - Ex. 19 

• While waiting for Moses to communicate with God and 
return with the Law, they made a calf of gold and 
worshipped and thanked it for deliverance. - Ex. 32



• The absurdity is at first obscene then familiar 
as we are no better.   

• The consequence was that God said he 
would not remain with “this stiff-necked 
people lest he consume them in anger.”  



• After setting up a place outside of 
the camp to worship, he then talks to 
God.  

• He complains, threatens, beseeches, 
reasons and bargains for God to 
remain with them. #Mediator

• He first ask, “Show me your way…” 
Explain your manner, style and doctrine 
for us to live in favor? #Leadership 

• Sensing momentum, Moses asks for 
more, “Show me your Glory!”  

• It was a request to see God in full; no 
clouds, fire or darkness. 



• Moses asked for Glory, God answers goodness, 
power, grace and compassion! #Jesus 

• He denies Moses requests but gives a palatable 
allowance! “There is a place by me… #Jesus 

• “I will set you on a rock in the cleft of a rock 
and cover you with my hand.” #Jesus



• The back is not a physical term but the trail 
of his glory, like a comet’s tail.  

• This was a physical solution that pointed to 
the work of Jesus for the sinners allowance 
in the presence of God.  



• “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and 
we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten 
of the Father, full of grace and truth.” (John 1:14, 
NKJV) 

• “Philip said to Him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it is 
sufficient for us.” Jesus said to him, “Have I been with 
you so long, and yet you have not known Me, Philip? 
He who has seen Me has seen the Father; so how can 
you say, ‘Show us the Father’?” (John 14:8–9, NKJV)



• “Whose minds the god of this age has blinded, who do 
not believe, lest the light of the gospel of the glory of 
Christ, who is the image of God, should shine on them.” 
(2 Corinthians 4:4, NKJV)
